Reading Karate Scheme to encourage reading across the school and build home-school links
Teacher training to develop outstanding teaching and improve marking and feedback
New laptops – to engage learning and to increase use of ICT across the curriculum
TA support for core subjects in KS2
Wrap-around care to support families and enable children to have a positive start and end to the day
