	Literacy
	Create a sound map. Choose somewhere to sit (blindfolded or eyes shut) then draw all the things you can hear. Is your map different when you sit in different places?
	Can you draw a picture of where you live? Try labelling all the parts using your phonic knowledge.
	Re-tell our class story to your family. Can you remember the beginning, middle and end? 

	Maths
	Can you write the numbers to 20? Try muddling them up, then putting them back in the right order. Play missing number with your grown up. Can they say which one you hid?
	Play snakes and ladders (or another dice game) can you move the amount on the dice each time? Maybe try with 2 dice and add the amount together.
	Can you collect some of your toys. Try putting them in size order from smallest to tallest. How tall is your tallest toy?

	Understanding the World
	Go on a trip to a Cornish landmark (beach, mine, town) can you tell your class all about what you did/ learned while you were there?
	Using a phone or an ipad can you take photos or videos of your Cornish trip to share with the class? (try uploading them to Tapestry to share)
	Can you bake something with your family? Can you make a list of all the ingredients you used to share with the class?

	Expressive Arts and Design
	Explore mixing colours. Can you use the primary colours (red, yellow, blue) to make green, orange and purple?
	Create a collage of what being Cornish means to you. add in pictures, paintings and magazine pictures to your picture.
	Can you make a 3D junk model of a Cornish engine house? Try painting it the correct colours.

	Physical Development
	Practice your scissor skills by cutting straight, curved and zig zag lines. Ask Miss Berry if you would like to borrow some class scissors. Make sure you hold them correctly.
	Make two pretend lunches. One healthy and one treat. You can draw your own pictures or cut them out from magazines. Talk about why we need variety in our diets and treats only occasionally.
	Can you make up a dance to your favourite piece of music? Try adding in hops, jumps, skips, rolling and slides. Ask your grown up to video you. 

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
	Create a ‘mind map’ about you. Put a photo or picture of you in the middle and draw or write all the things you are good at around it.
	Draw a picture of one of your friends. Can you write or draw all the things that make them a good friend?
	Play a turn taking game with a sibling or grown up. Make sure everyone has a fair turn and follows the rules.
